Chris Erney of studio 336
recently completed 16 metal
sculptures for Potomac Hospital in
Woodbridge, Virginia. The theme
of the project is the Potomac River
and the seasons, boats, wildlife,
and other elements that are found
along it. Most of the sculptures
were wall-mounted, constructed of
aluminum, and finished with
metallic acrylic glazes. In addition,
Chris is working on a 15 foot long
outdoor sculpture for the hospital.
Chris noted that several other
Torpedo Factory artists were
awarded multiple piece
commissions for this project. Chris
is also working on a commission
for the US Treasury Department.
He has sculpted a version of the
Treasury seal - a large shield with
the images of scales and a key -
out of clay. The clay model will be
cast in plaster and used to finish
off the renovation of the top floor
of the old Treasury building.
